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From Our Pastor: 
―…grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord 
and Savior Jesus Christ.‖ (2 Peter 3:18, New 
Revised Standard Version (NRSV)) 

The long liturgical season of ―ordinary time‖, 
beginning the Sunday after Pentecost & ending 
on the 1st Sunday of Advent within the Christian 
calendar, is meant as a time to learn about what 
it means to be a disciple of Jesus Christ & to 
deepen that relationship. 

Faith is the basic orientation & commitment of 
our whole being — a matter of body, mind, & 
soul. Christian faith is grounding our lives in the 
living God as revealed in & through our Lord & 
Savior Jesus Christ. It’s both a gift we receive 
within our Christian community & a choice we 
make. It’s trusting in God & relying on God as 
the source & destiny of our lives. Faith is 
believing in God, giving God our devoted loyalty 
& allegiance. Faith is following Jesus, & 
answering the call to be his disciples in the 
world. Faith is hoping for God’s future, leaning 
into the coming kingdom that God has promised. 
Faith-as-belief is active; it involves trusting, 
believing, following, & hoping. 

Jesus describes our relationship with him in 
John 10 as being like sheep that recognize, 
listen, & follow the shepherd’s voice. Jesus uses 
this comparison to encourage us that we can 
hear his still speaking voice. Yet to hear & be 
able to follow our God’s voice consistently, we 
need to continue to develop our relationship with 
God. 

During these next several weeks leading up to 
the season of Advent, I’d like for us to ponder 
the following couple of questions as both 
individuals & as a community of faith: 

ü Are we hearing God’s voice in our daily life?  
ü Do we believe that God still speaks to people 

today like God did in Biblical times? 

As I began to ponder these questions myself, I 
was reminded of my GPS (Global Positioning 
System). Do you have a GPS in your vehicle? I 
do & I love it! When I’m driving someplace 

unfamiliar, it’s very easy for me to get lost. It’s 
such a comfort to me to have a GPS that knows 
right where I am & tells me where to go to get to 
my final destination. 

I believe that God provides us with a GPS for 
our daily lives if we’re willing to utilize & listen to 
the directions being provided. As United 
Methodists we utilize scripture, tradition, reason, 
& experience, sometimes referred to as the 
Wesleyan Quadrilateral, to assist us in providing 
us with God’s directions for our lives as 
Christians. Scripture, tradition, reason, & 
experience provide us with resources & guide-
lines for our endless journey into God’s life & 
mission. When used as interrelated & mutually 
dependent tools, they enable us to mature in our 
discipleship as we confront the challenges of 
living here & now in the 21st century. 

Scripture (i.e. the Bible) is considered the most 
important, & on which all the other parts 
(tradition, reason, & experience) depend. 
Tradition looks at how the early church 
confronted issues & questions that continue to 
have relevance for our understanding of who 
God is & what God desires for the world in all of 
its diversity. Experience encompasses both 
salvation, which is ours as a gift of God’s grace, 
as well as our life experiences (i.e. joys, hurts, 
yearnings) individually & throughout humanity. 
Our minds, & its ability to reason, are one of 
God’s most precious gifts & an important means 
of exploring, discerning, & sharing God’s truth & 
mission. We utilize reason in: reading & 
interpreting scripture, relating scripture &tradition 
to our experiences, & in relating our beliefs in 
order to express our faith to others. 

My prayer as well as challenge for us individ-
ually & as a community of faith is that we’ll 
actively seek to utilize these tools & God given 
gifts of scripture, tradition, experience, &  reason 
to be our GPS in our daily lives. May we each be 
the living hands & feet of our risen Lord & Savior 
Jesus Christ as we continually strive to be God’s 
love with our neighbors in all places.
